	 Choose a tub length best suited to your resident’s mobility 

level, and which can accommodate the required lifter.

	 Choose between the familiar shape of a traditional straight 

tub, or a keyhole-shaped tub designed to provide additional 
shoulder room when your resident is reclining in the bath. 

4.	Enhance the therapeutic benefits of bathing
	 Select from Hydromassage, Hydrosound and/or Sound & 

Vision to enhance the therapeutic benefits of bathing for 
your residents.

5.	Safety and protection
	 Multiple scalding protection controls prevent the water from 

exceeding safe temperatures, while autofill switches off the 
water once it has reached the preferred water level, so you can 
focus your attention on preparing your resident for their bath.

	 Built-in disinfection system available for convenient cleaning 

and disinfection of the bath and transfer equipment.

The System 2000 bathing solution incorporates a range of 
optional features to enhance comfort and facilitate relaxation, 
and promote the calming and therapeutic benefits of bathing.

Hydromassage™ spa therapy
Hydromassage works by creating bubbles, providing a gentle 
massaging effect intended to support relaxation as well as give 
a pleasant sensory experience.

Hydrosound™ cleaning therapy
By creating low frequency sound pressure waves, Hydrosound 
generates millions of bubbles in the water that act as gentle 
”skin scrubbers” to remove dirt particles from the skin without 
manual washing.

Sound and Vision™ multi-sensory experience
Music has been shown to contribute towards the lessening 
of aggressive and agitated behaviours in older people with 
Dementia. Sound and Vision creates colourful underwater 
lighting and soft music to help soothe stress and anxiety. 
Underwater lights, mounted at the foot of the bath, can be 
set to rotate between red, green, blue, pink and yellow, while 
a USB port enables you to play soft and relaxing music to the 
preference and benefit of your patient or resident.
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Foot support
The movable foot support may be placed in one of four 
positions and provides extra security and comfort by preventing 
residents and patients from slipping into the tub.

Treatment hose
The treatment hose may be connected directly to the 
Hydromassage system, enabling caregivers to provide a 
localised massage on an arm or leg.

Pillow
The pillow may be attached to the tub using suction cups. Once 
positioned the pillow remains firmly in place, yet may be easily 
repositioned as and when needed.

Snap-on toiletry tray
A snap-on accessory tray allows easy access to shampoo, bath 
oils and other personal items, ensuring they are always in reach.
