Enhancing Security

Vortex's patented lath design allows the security
shutter to roll much more compactly, creating
significantly smaller roll zones and hood box. This
unique feature was considerably useful for the
Pavilion’s limited headroom above it's openings.

The Vortex end retention system makes the
shutter extremely resistant to impact, providing
strong protection against intruders as well as
accidental damage.

For this project, our Vortex Built-ln shutter was
integrated within the existing structure, creating
a sleek and aesthetic finish. The result is a safe yet
welcoming environment for the pavilion’s visitors.
