
CASE STUDY

A £4.6 million project by Liverpool 
Mutual Homes (LMH) delivered 
family homes for affordable rent 
on a neglected brownfield site 
and featured Profile 22 windows 
as part of a series of measures 
to maximise energy efficiency.

Leighton Dene in Fazakerley, Liverpool, 
was once the site of a run-down 
nursing home and had lain vacant for  
a number of years. Liverpool City 
Council released the site to the 
Liverpool Housing Partnership, an 
innovative housing consortium model 
that sees receipts from land sales 
to Redrow Homes ring-fenced and 
reinvested into affordable housing. 
The housing scheme in this case 
comprised 17 two-bedroom and 5 
three-bedroom houses, as well as 9 
one-bed and 3 two-bed apartments. 
It was designed by architects Bowker 
Sadler and delivered in partnership 
with main contractor Willmott Dixon. 
Energy efficiency was at the heart 
of the specification, with the latest 
energy efficient products including new 
boilers, new central heating systems 
and double glazed windows and doors 
specified for the project.
