It is easily used for intricate extrusions and has a high corrosion resistance.
It is suitable for both welding and anodising.

The alloy 6063 also corresponds to: AA6063, Al Mg0.7Si, GS10, AlMgSi0.5 and H9
But may not be a direct equivelent in all circumstances or all technical atributes.
