Alloy 7075 is a  very high strength aluminium often found in aerospace aplications.
This alloy is used where high strength is required and where good resistance to general corrosion is not as important.
 
Aluminium alloy 7075 also coresponds to: 3.4365, AlZnMgCu1.5 and 9007/2
