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Installation

Turn the screw clockwise to shorten the beam length.

Replace the sensor panel and ensure correclty located.

Kit and the M10 flexi tail then place into the hole in the
mounting surface, making sure the tapered rubber
base ring is in place with the thickest part of the taper
at the front. This is very important for the product to
function correctly.

Place the rubber horse shoe washer onto the fixing
bolts followed by the brass horse shoe washer

Step 3

Screw the fixing nuts onto the fixing bolts and
tighten. Only use enough pressure to hold the
product to prevent any damage to the product or
mounting surface
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Step 4

Before fixing the control unit to the wall

remove the 4 screws on the cover plate and
install the backup batteries into the battery
unit. Once this is done replace the cover and fix
the unit to the wall making sure the wires can
reach from the product to the unit.
